Making Our Days Count: A Farewell to BlJ

Once again it is time to count
the Omer, the forty-nine day
period between the spring
festivals of Pesach and
Shavuot, the latter named for
the seven weeks between the
two.

Many customs are associated
with the count and as the
practice builds in popularity,
new methods and tools are created. You may choose to use
an Omer counter with a scroll that turns daily to display the
precise combination of days and weeks that have passed, of
which there are at least as many choices for purchase as
there are hagadot, or find one on the Web. You can design
one yourself or you can pick up a custom-made Beth Israel
Judea Omer Counting Booklet for 5771 assembled by our
very own April Lapidus!

Pages of an Omer calendar can include space for notes,
artwork (with or without color by number charts) daily

Jewish Bulletin (now the ;) described the Omer practice of
then JCCSF Executive Director, Rabbi Jason Gaber z'1 who
was battling AIDS. Jason, who had recently been ordained
by Rabbi Zalman Schachter-Shalomi, spoke of his daily
practice as a spiritual exercise in making each precious day
count. Each day we count the Omer we are invited to pause
and simply dwell in full awareness of life's blessings. The
psalmist advises us, "Let us count each day that we may gain
a heart of wisdom - Jimnot yameynu keyn hoda v'navi levay
chochma’ (Psalm 90). Why wait until we too ate staring face
to face with our own mortality? True wisdom comes in
counting of our blessings daily. Perhaps our Omer count
this year can serve as a way to jumpstart a regular gratitude
practice.

The greatest of all blessings is, of course, our relationships.
So the Omer count this year is particularly bittersweet. 1
treasure the wonderful people 1 have met at Beth Israel
Judea. The connections have been profound, the growth
rich, and the lessons invaluable. As my time with the
congregation draws to a close and I take stock of these past
five years, I feel blessed to have had the opportunity to serve

spiritual teachings or aphorisms. Some
calendars denote the sephirot of the
kabbalistic tree with a different
spiritual quality assigned to each day.

attribute) to develop each day through
mindful reflection on one's actions. Some print mwishnayot,
verses from Pirkei Avot (the Ethics of the Sages) for daily
study. (Traditionally each of its six chapters is studied on
cach Shabbat between the spring holidays.) And true to the
times, there are Omer counting apps you can download
from the web!

Since the count begins on the second night of Pesach, I'm
certain that I recited the blessing at the family Seders of my
youth, but it wasn't until a Pesach meditation retreat in my
late twenties that I discovered the practice's potential for
spiritual transformation. Similar to the Hannukiah whose
flames are meant to be reserved for contemplation and not
utilized as lighting, the secret of the Omer practice lies in its
simplicity. The traditional blessing and count bring us
squarely into the present; no remembrances of the past, no
prayers for the future. It's just a "be here now" moment.

Years ago a story published in the Northern California

Our Changing Traditions and Teachers
By Cantorial Soloist David Morgenstern

In this month’s column, I offer some
thoughts about change: in the prayers of
our services and in our teachers.

Our prayers. The great medieval
scholar Moses ben Maimon
(Maimonides) said: "There is no such
thing as two persons exactly alike - nor
two thoughts." And perhaps the same
can be said for shuls: no two
synagogues are exactly alike, in their
congregations and in their traditions.

I recall once talking with a member about services and the
melodies that we sing and chant here at BIJ. She insisted that
her children should be able to walk into any synagogue
around the country, and then be able to find their place in
the service and “fit right in.”” By this, she meant that the
music would be instantly familiar; that our service music
would be theirs.

Part of that wish is impossible, as I told her at the time. Yes,
our prayers and how they fit into the structure of the service
are a vital part of our curriculum, for adults and children. We
want our kids to learn the prayers and be able to identify

them in a service. Our E#f Ratzon prayerbook

Judaism isn’t a top-down, centralized organization. Instead,
it has always followed a distributed model that focuses on
the locality. Each synagogue decides on its rabbi, prayer
book and its own traditions for prayer melodies. At the
seminar, I learned that some congregations still sing some of
the classic German Reform Shabbat hymns composed
almost 150 years ago (I don’t know that I've heard them in a
service I've attended). Our Shabbat service at BIJ brings
together composed settings of prayers, along with #usach, the
traditional modes of prayers based on the particular day
(weekday, Shabbat or festival), time of day (morning,
afternoon and evening) and the prayer in question.

Still, when she arrived at BIJ, Rabbi Rosalind found some of
our settings new to her, and this for a person with a great ear
for music and a wide experience leading services! They
weren’t new to us, but they must have been once; after all,
they weren’t composed on Mt. Sinai. They were likely
introduced some time long ago by Rabbi Mottis z 0 dndz |
Cantor Henry Z 0. B\l tach year, we add new ones to our
Shabbat experience, such as the greatly enhanced music of
the Hallel service, as well as the Maseng Ma Tovn and the
Klepper Oseh Shalom, which used to be sung only at the High
Holy Day services.

with its guideposts on each page showing the
section of the service and its many
observations on each page provides us with yet
another tool for learning. However, we Jews
are too musical a people to tie ourselves to one
melodic expression of a prayer. This means
any prayer, big or small.

For example, several years ago, I attended a
seminar in upstate New York for service
leaders; it was run by the UR]J. There one
could see the wide range of religious practice
across the country: wearing kippot and tallitot, wearing one
or the other; and then there were the many different words
and melodies to prayers. Changed were even the words to
the simple Motzi prayer at the start of a meal, the version
that we often chant on Friday night — the one that starts
with the words: “Hamotzi lechem min ha’aretz, we give
thanks to G*d for bread ....” Now, the melody was mostly
the same, but the rest of the English introduction was
different, depending it appeared to me on which part of the
country one came from. Some sang, “Our voices 7Zse in song
together as our joyful prayer is said,” others sang that “our
voices join in song together.” Here in California we sing, “as
our prayer is humbly said.”

| Rabbi Rosalind, a wondetful teacher whom I
will miss.

May 1 was BlJ’s Annual Congregational Meeting. Part of
the state of the synagogue as presented by our Board
President, Josh Goodman, was a report on the efforts to
close the gap between revenue and expenses. One area
which is being further cut is our administrative staffing. This
came as a shock to many — how can we function with no
Assistant Administrator? How will everything get done? We
were surprised to find out that BI]J’s staffing levels are higher
than many synagogues of comparable size. How do they
make up the difference? Volunteers. What we need at BIJ is
to expand our core of volunteers to include those who can
make a small but consistent commitment to take over
distinct tasks. Being the one administrative staff person to
remain after the end of this fiscal year, I will share with you
that I was feeling overwhelmed, even panicked by this
challenge. I will also share with you, proudly, that before
the meeting was over, three members approached me to

it’s sharing sensibilities — and food, of
course. At the victory garden, hard
physical work and coordination will literally produce
produce. At BlJ, we have each contributed in our own ways.
Some are blessed with means and can support BIJ
financially. Some serve on the Board of Trustees or on
committees. Some pitch in at community events — setting
up, serving and cleaning up. Some build the Sukkah. Some
came to our Project Day. And some do all of the above.
We will be asking for more volunteers to help in more ways.
My first request is this: think about what skills or abilities
you have, or what you like to do. What would serve your
needs as well as the community’s?

I believe BI]J’s
capacity is huge.
